On the 14th: 
In the morning, the military parade passes down the Champs- Elysée from l’Arc de Triomphe to Place de la Concorde where the president de la République, his government and foreign ambassadors in France stand. This is a popular event in France, broadcasted on French TV.

At noon, the President organises a garden-party at Palace Elysée and a meeting with journalists every year.

In Paris, the traditional military parade on the Champs-Elysées is a meticulously planned spectacle, dancing and fireworks display follow in the evening, usually around the Eiffel Tower.
