The end of the American 1___________________ in 1865 meant the end of 2____________________. From 1870 all eligible male citizens were able to 3__________ except black who were discouraged with 4_____________________ and legal stipulations. In 1897 the Supreme Court ruled to maintain 5______________________ in private businesses in a case called 6______________________. This led to the application of Jim Crow laws which resulted in blacks being treated as 7_______________________. In 1909 a group of black and white campaigners created the 8________________________________________ (NAACP), whose goal was to 9__________________________________ and challenge racial issues.

Between 1910 and 1930 white supremacist groups like the 10_________________________ saw its biggest expansion amid increased 11______________________. After the 1st World War the NAACP was devoted to ending 12______________________________________. In 1951 they filed a case to stop segregation in schools and in 1955 the first 13____________ school finally opened. Encouraged by this, the Civil Rights Movement began to hold boycotts, marches, sit-ins and other 14______________________, including the 1955 Montgomery bus boycott in support of 15_________________. In 1957 there was a 16________________ moment as a high school admitted a group of African-American group students protested by fellow students, the governor and even the State’s national guard. President 17____________ had to intervene to ensure students safe passage. In 1962 universities also began 18_______________. The Southern freedom movements continued into the sixties with the support of President 19____________________ and his brother, 20____________________. In 1963, President Kennedy proposed a 21__________________ to Congress, which was approved in 1964. This approval was influenced by 22___________________ and the 23____________ on Washington. In 1965 the Voting Rights Acts ended the 24________________ voting system. Blacks began voting. Nevertheless, in August a six day riot resulted in 25______ deaths. This era also saw the rise of 26_________________ - whose ideology was exemplified by the 27__________________, which followed the principles set forth by 28____________________, who was murdered in 1965.
